Thank you for your interest in performing at Hirut Cafe and Restaurant. 
We are a small family run business that specializes in Ethiopian cuisine and hospitality. We believe in the power of arts and culture to enlighten, entertain and move. With this is mind, we welcome artists and cultural groups to our stage to share their talents and craft. Arts and cultural entertainment and events showcased include music -- specifically jazz, world, folk, -- and theatre performance such as comedy, spoken word, small scale theatre pieces, fiction and poetry readings.
To ensure that your event runs smoothly, we ask that you kindly review our booking policy:

· Performers are free to charge a PWYC/donation or set amount to the audience directly e.g. a tip jar, a collection plate passed around the audience, or money collected at the door by the performers and/or their representatives.  Performers "get the door".  We supply the stage. The restaurant does not have the means to pay the performers. 
· Hirut DOES NOT give a percentage of the bar. We may provide a drink ticket to the performers at our discretion.
· Tech rehearsal/gear checks can be arranged prior to the performance, if needed.

· Hirut Cafe and Restaurant seats approximately 50 people. Reservations are taken on a as-needed basis in consultation with the artist(s). 
· Hirut Cafe and Restaurant has limited marketing capability. It is the responsibility of the performers to do the bulk of the publicity for their event.
